heaven), you might feel all|l mi xed up (you will feel &
and praying helps), Hug your family (it is hard to see others sad, give a hug and get one back), Your
| oved one is a special friend (we can still feel cl os

cial treasures), Give it time (give your heart time to heal). (Items in parenthesis are my additions)

Sharing the love of God with those who are grieving is a privilege and an opportunity to share the
hope we have in Christ Jesus. Our hope is found in him, for God is the source of all comfort. (2 Cor 1:3 -
4) Grief provides us an opportunity to draw closer to God; to create a relationship with him that is
unique and transformed. Only he can truly heal our brokenness and suffering. But this, my friend, he
can and will do if we allow him. (See: Ps 89:1 -8; Ps. 30:4-5; 2 Cor 9:8; Rev. 21:1-4; Ps 23 to name a few).
